Dear Sir or Madam,

I would like to ask you for some help.

Some of you are aware that I have been involved in residential fire sprinkler systems for about 4 years now. For those who aren’t aware, I’m talking about the systems found in private homes, dormitories, condominiums, small hotels & motels, etc., systems that power all of those small, ceiling mounted sprinkler heads you see in many buildings. These are small systems (100 gallons per minute or less), unlike the huge systems found in tall buildings.

I’ve also been working on developing systems to help defend against wildfire disasters . These systems have been conceived, developed and costed. Systems that are similar to small sprinkler systems, only in that they pump water or foam. Everything else is vastly different.

Since no such system or systems exist today, the MARKET for such systems is unknown. We have some pretty good ideas about the obvious potential markets, but I want to conduct a survey.

Attached is a  description of what is now known as The Wildland Urban Interface (WUI) to try to communicate the challenge that’s exists between wildfires in nature  and mankind. I have also tried to describe our method of handling the wildfire threat, why we have chosen the method we have selected, and its limitations.

I have purposely kept the description as non-technical as possible. Understanding the problem is not rocket science. Developing the equipment is.

So I need a description that will hold readers’ attention to the point where, if wildfires are important to them, they likely will want to learn more about what can be done, and for how much money.
